1. Minutes  

The minutes of the 2010 Annual General Meeting and 2010 Annual League Meeting were approved.
2. Matters arising

3. Chairman’s report 

The Chairman reported on a number of achievements of players during the season including Phil Godfrey playing for England at Masters level with Matt Fiveash and Roger Middleton being called up as reserves. In addition the Ladies senior County side had been promoted to division 1.
It was noted that Hunts County Squash Club had again acted as successful hosts to the British U23 Championships

4. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer presented his report. It was noted that the accounts had a deficit of £1,250 as a result of the payment of a large number of expenses relating to the Mens O35 County team that had been presented for payment. The balance of the report was noted.
5. Junior report

Ray Scrivens presented an update on achievements in Cambridgeshire junior squash. It was noted that Ray would be stepping down with immediate effect in this role and was being replaced by Dave Bradbury.

6. League secretary’s report
Derek Fuller presented his report.  It was noted that the season had seen no material formal disputes regarding the recording of results from matches in the senior leagues.

It was agreed that the scoring system would remain unchanged (PAR15 for Mens Division 1/Ladies Division 1 and HIHO scoring for all other divisions). PAR 11 would be used for the County Closed whilst cup competitions would use the equivalent scoring to that used in the league that competing teams played in.

He informed the meeting that a refereeing course was being held at Hunts County Squash Club on Saturday 10 September 2011.

7. Presentations
Mhairi Dougal then made the formal presentations to the team captains of those that had come first and second in each league.

8. Election of officers

It was noted that the Chairman, League Secretary, Treasurer and County Secretary were all stepping down from their posts at the conclusion of the meeting.
The election of Ray Scrivens as Chairman, Simon Scott as League Secretary and Nick Giles as County Treasurer and Secretary were proposed by Mhairi Dougal and seconded by Ali Dawson.
